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sensitising students to social issues and holistic development during this year.
 CIs/OCC of HBNI has a long tradition of interacting with the community in the neighbourhood. The faculty of HBNI takes pride in extending their knowledge base to train and educate the community, through a large number of professional bodies that are functional in these organizations. Faculty also participates as resource persons in the extension/outreach programs organized by DAE across the country. HBNI and its CIs organizes several webinars and online educational courses in addition to educational visits of students to CIs or outreach activities as part of dissemination of knowledge to school/college /teachers across the educational institutes in the country. Some of the outreach programmes conducted by HBNI and its CIs during the academic year 2021-2022 are listed below:
1. IMSc, Chennai conducted Mathematics lecture series, namely, ‘Workshop in Algebra’ for college/university teachers who teach UG/PG level mathematics courses during 7-9 September 2021.
2. IoP, Bhubaneswar conducted Physics Open Discussions to provide an opportunity for open and informal discussions between the school students and research scientists on 25 September 2021. 
3. IoP in association with Samanta Chandra Sekhar Amateur Astronomers’ Association (SCAAA), Bhubaneswar organized visits to villages in Orissa for astronomy/science popularization with multimedia system for presentations and telescopes for night sky viewing sessions during 25-26 September 2021. Several telescope making workshops have also been conducted for school students.
4. IPR, Gandhinagar, undertook several training programmes based on “Plasma & its Applications and Energy from Nuclear Fusion” under the auspices of the Indian Science Congress Association, Bhubaneswar Chapter, at the Kalinga Institute of Social Sciences, Bhubaneswar. The programmes were aimed to benefit, science teachers, research scholars and high school students. The training programme for teachers and students had popular talks and hands on exhibits of various types of plasma, and its applications. The programme was conducted during 20-24 December 2021.
5. IPR, Gandhinagar, participated in the Science Exhibition organized by Gujarat University, Ahmedabad as part of the "Vigyan Sarvatra Pujyate" Science communication Popularization & its Extension programme supported by Ministry of Science & Technology, Government of India during 22-28 February 2022. 
6. NISER, Bhubaneswar conducted, ‘The Open Day’ as an outreach activity to introduce young students to different fields of basic sciences and scientific research. The program was aimed for school students (class 8th-12th) and involved lectures by NISER faculty members, laboratory visits and demonstrations conducted by students of the institute. 
7. NISER along with Institute of Physics executed the Vigyan Pratibha Project, which is a novel initiative of Government of India under the aegis of Department of Atomic Energy. It is aimed to train teachers by conducting various teacher-training workshops in the Odisha and Chhattisgarh region. 
8. As part of celebrating the 75th year of Independence, a monthly NISER Outreach Talk Series has been initiated in the month of November 2021 for school students from Class IX to XII and first-year college students. The talks are structured to be interactive with much emphasis on question-answer sessions.
9. As part of the “Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav” two lectures were organized by the Public Outreach Committee and RRCAT Staff Club on the topics “Holistic Health Management through Alternative Medical Practices” and "Normal Flu Vs Covid and the New Omicron Variant" in November 2021.
10. RRCAT, Indore also organized an exhibition cum oral cancer screening camp at Devi Ahilya Bai Holkar International Airport, Indore, during 12-15 July 2021.
