Item No.9 : Admission Criteria for M.Sc Nursing (Oncology)

The Committee congratulated the Convener for getting clearance from Indian
Nursing Council and Maharashtra Nursing Council to start M.Sc Nursing
(Oncology) at TMC. The Committee discussed at length the criteria for
admission to M.Sc Nursing (Oncology) and approved as follows :

ELIGIBILITY C

Must have passed B.Sc. Nursing (Basic) with minimum of two years experience
after obtaining B.Sc. Nursing (Basic) in a Hospital or Nursing Institution or
Community Health Centre

or

Post Basic B.Sc. Nursing degree with minimum of two years experience

or

B.Sc. Nursing (IGNOU) with minimum 55% aggregate with minimum of two
years experience

or

B.Sc. Nursing degree of any University with minimum of two years experience.

Registered with State Nursing Council of India.
Medically Fit.

No upper age limit.

DURATION OF THE COURSE

The M.Sc. Nursing (Oncology) course is a full time course with Two years
duration.

NUMBER OF SEATS

The Number of Candidates admitted to the course will be 10. Two seats have
been reserved for in-house candidate. The Institution must clearly de-mark the
reserved seat for in-house candidates in the advertisement itself.
