of Understanding (MoU).

2. Objective

To create a long-term institutional partnership in education and enhance collaborative research in the
areas of mutual interest, both in the extent and scope, by using the medium ofresearch students enrolled in
the partner institutes.

3. Modalities of cooperrtion

3.1 A student registered under a supervisor for Ph.D. in one Partner Institute (hereafter Referred to as Parent

Institute) can have a co-supervisor from the other partner Institute. To that end, the Supervisor from the
Parent Institute of the student will identiS and seek concurrence of a faculty member from the Partner
Institute to take up the responsibility ofbeing a co-supervisor. The arrangement will come into effect after
the supervisor and the co-supervisor obtain approval for the same from their respective institute.

3.2 The Ph.D. students in one Partner Institute may carry a part of the course work in the other Partner
Institute with credit transfer. In particular,

a) The courses to be credited to the student for attending a course in the Partner Institute will be
determined by the Parent Institute of the student in consultation with Partner Institute.

b) To facilitate the process ofa student attending a course 1n the Partner tnstitute, the supervisor ofthe
student in the Parent Institute will put up the proposal (in consultation with appropriate academic
bodies of the Department) to the Dean Academic Research (llSc/Dean (HBNI) - as the case may
be. This will b e as per PhD regulation in vogue in partner Institute.

3.3 The Parent Institute shall be responsible for paying to the Partner Institute the prescribed tuition fee, if
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The institutions at S.No. (a) to O are the CIs and (k) is the OCC.
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any, for participation of its students in the course work conducted at the Partner Institute, as per rules.

3.4 The exchange of faculty for lectures and research for short periods shall be further strengthened.

3.5 A mechanism shall be formulated to identirying research areas of mutual interest of partner Institute.

4. Intellectual Property

Subject to terms and conditions as agreed, information on research results and scientific materials (reports,

articles, books) will be exchanged freely keeping in mind the mutually agreed provision of Intellectual

Property Rights. All Intellectual Property (Potential IP) solely conceived and/or developed by IISc during

the course ofthis MoU shall be owned by IISc and shall be dealt as per the IP policy oflISc. All intellectual

property solely conceived and/or developed by HBNI during the course of this MoU shall be owned by the

HBNI and shall be dealt. Intellectual Foperty jointly conceived and/or developed by HBNI and IISc will

be jointly owned by HBNI and IISc ("Joint IP"). Each Party may use such property for research and

scholarly purposes. HBNI and IISc agree to collaborate towards the protection, if appropriate, and

application of such Joint IP for commercial or other purposes on mutually acceptable terms to be negotiated

in good faith between the Parties.

5. Confidentiality

Confidentiality: Under this MoU, it may be necessary for one Party to receive information that maybe

proprietary and confidential in natue for the other Party. The Parties agree and undertake to keep

confidential the confidential information shared, for a period oftlree (3) years fiom the date of disclosure

by the disclosing party, save where such information is already in the public domain or later becomes part

ofthe public domain through no fault of the receiving Party or is required to be disclosed by any applicable

law or regulations, or where the extent ofsuch disclosure is authorized in writing by the other. Neither Party

shall use the information of the other Party except to the extent required to enable the performance of this

MoU. Both the Parties will strive to ensure that any information generaled during the currency olthe MoU.

will be used for ordinary research and educational purposes only.

6. Term and Termination

This MoU becomes effective from the date it is signed by the Parties and will be valid for a period of five

years. The MoU shall be extended by mutual written consent. In case one ParR
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written intent to that effect will have to be communicated. The MoU in that event will cease to be

operative from the completion of one month from the date of notice. However, the commitrnents already
made under this MoU before its lapse or termination will be fulfilled.

7. Force Majeure

Neither party shall be held responsible for non-fulfilment of their respective obligation under this MoU due

to the exigency of one or more of the force majeure events such as but not limited to Acts of God, War,

flood, Earthquakes, Strikes(s), Lockouts(s), Epidemics, Riots, Civil Commotions, etc., provided on

occulrence and cessation ofsuch events, the party aflected by these shall give a notice in writing to the other

party within one month of such occurrence and cessation. If the majeure conditions continue beyond six

months, the parties shall then mutually decide about the future course ofaction.

8. Settlement of disputes

If any dispute or difference disagreement arises out of implementation to this MoU will be settled as per

Ministry of Law & Justice, Department of Legal Affairs OM No. 334774/DoLA/AMRD/2019 dated

31.03.2020.

RECOGNISING that certain collaborative programmes are ongoing because of individual 

initiatives such as pursuit of research leading to Ph.D. by employees Cl & OCC under the 

external registration programme of Calicut University and co-supervision of Ph.D. students at 

Calicut University by the scientists/faculty of Cls/OCC and the faculty of Calicut University, and 

RECOGNISING that, in view of the establishment of HBNI, while continuing the existing 

programmes as of present, there is scope of further expansion of the existing collaboration and 

cooperation, Calicut University and HBNI, collectively referred to as "Partner Institutes" 

BOTH HEREBY agree to create a long-term institutional partnership in education and research, 

According to the broad framework set forth in this Memorandum of Understanding (MoU). 

2. Objective 

To enhance collaborative research in the areas of mutual interest, both in the extent and scope, 

by using the medium of research students enrolled in the partner Institutes. 

3. Modalities of cooperation 

3.1 A student registered under a supervisor for Ph.D. in one Partner Institute (hereafter 

Referred to as Parent Institute) can have a co-supervisor from the other partner 

Institute. To that end, the Supervisor from the Parent Institute of the student will 

identify and seek concurrence of a faculty member from the Partner Institute to take 

up the responsibility of being a co-supervisor. The arrangement will come into effect 

after the supervisor and the co-supervisor obtain approval for the same from their 

respective institute. 

3.2 The Ph.D. students in one Partner Institute may carry a part of the course work in 

the other Partner Institute with credit transfer. In particular, 

1) The courses to be credited to the student for attending a course in the Partner 

Institute will be determined by the Parent Institute of the student. 

2) To facilitate the process of a student attending a course jn the Partner Institute, 

the supervisor of the student in the Parent Institute will put up the proposal (in 

consultation with appropriate academic bodies of the Department) to the Registrar, 

University of Calicut I Dean (HBNI)- as the case may be. 

3.3 The Parent Institute shall be responsible for paying to the Partner Institute the 

prescribed tuition fee, if any, for participation of its students in the course work 

conducted at the Partner Institute.

3.5 Calicut University will continue interactions with the Cls/OCC of HBNI 

towards identifying and pursuing research programmes that could lead to 

award of degree from HBNI. 

3.6 The issues related with the Intellectual Property Right (IPR) with regard to 

the outcome of the Collaborative research and the outcome of 

thesis/projects work carried out under the joint supervision of the faculty 

from the Partner Institutes shall be governed through mutual agreement 

and within the framework of IPR policies of both the institutes. 

4. Implementation 

4.1 This MoU becomes effective from the date it is signed by the Partner 

Institutes and will be valid for a period of five years. The agreement shall be 

extended by mutual written consent. In case one Partner Institute wishes to 

annul the MoU, written intent to that effect will have to be communicated by 

June of that particular year. The MoU in that event will cease to be 

operative from the end of the year i.e. from December 31 of the year. 

However, the commitments already made under this MoU before its lapse 

or termination will be fulfilled.

This Implementing Agreement concerning Education and Training (this "Implementing 
Agreemenn is hereby entered into 

between 

The HOMI BHABHA NATIONAL INSTITUTE, a Deemed-to-be University under the 
DEPARTMENT OF ATOMIC ENERGY, established under section 3 of the University Grants 
Commission Act of the Republic of India, located at BARC Training School Complex, 
Anushaktinagar, Mumbai - 400 094, India, (hereinafter referred to as "HBNI"), 
Represented by Mr. P.R.Vasudeva Rao, Vice Chancellor, HBNI, 

and 

COMMISSARIAT A L'ENERGIE ATOMIQUE ET AUX ENERGIES ALTERNATIVES, ·a French 
public scientific, technical and industrial establishment registered with the Companies Registry 
of Paris under the number R.C.S. PARIS B 775 685 019, having its principal office Batiment "Le 
Ponant D" 25, rue Leblanc, 75015 PARIS - France, 
Represented by Mr. Philippe CORREA, acting as Director of the NATIONAL INSTITUTE FOR 
NUCLEAR SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY, a public institution established pursuant to the 
French Decree No. 56-614 of 18 June 1956, 
hereinafter referred to as« CENINSTN », 

hereinafter collectively referred to as the "Partiesn and individually as a "Party": 

WHEREAS 

A. The Government of the Republic of France and the Government of the Republic .of 
Indian concluded an agreement for the development of peaceful uses of nuclear energy "-' 
signed on 30th September 2008(hereinafter referred to as the "Framework Agreement"); 

B. Further to this Framework Agreement, the French Commissariat a I'Energie Atomiqu~ 
et aux Energies Alternatives ("CEA") and the Indian Department of Atomic Energy 
("DAE"), have entered in a cooperation agreement on December 6th 2010 (hereinafter 
referred to as "the CEA-DAE Cooperation Agreement"), in order to establish a general 
framework of cooperation in the field of nuclear science and technology for peaceful 
uses of nuclear energy. 

C. Pursuant to Articles 3 and 4 of the Cooperation Agreement _the areas of cooperation 
and the forms of cooperation include Education and Training with exchange and 
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training of scientific and technical personnel; exchange of scientific and technical 
information; participation by scientific and technical staff of one Party in research and 
development activities conducted by the other Party; conduct of joint research 
activities, including organizing scientific and technical conferences and symposia; 

D. Pursuant to Articles Sand 6 of the Cooperation Agreement, the Parties, if deemed 
necessary, may conclude separate implementing agreements ruled by the terms of the 
Cooperation Agreement, and which progress are supervised by the Franco-Indian Joint 
Committee for Atomic Energy, which has been set up for the purpose of monitoring 
the progress of the Cooperation Agreement. 

In respect thereof, the Parties have signed an implementing agreement on February 
101

h 2016, in order to provide for a scientific collaboration program in the field of PhD 
education (hereinafter referred to as "February 10th 2016 Implementing Agreement"). 
In respect thereof, the Parties wish to enter into an additional implementing agreement 
in the field of education, training, information exchange in the areas of nuclear and 
radiation safety, nuclear medicine and materials, between HBNI, which is a Deemed to 
be University under the Department of Atomic Energy, specialized in education and 
research related to nuclear science and technology and the French national institute for 
nuclear science and technology INSTN, which is an Institute of CEA specialized in 
Education &Training in Nuclear Science and Technology. 

NOW AND THEREFORE, the Parties to this Implementing Agreement agree to cooperate with 
one another on education and training in accordance with the relevant provisions of the 
Cooperation Agreement, completed as follows: 

Article 1 -Scope and forms of collaboration 

1.1 . Collaboration activities conducted by the Parties under this Implementing Agreement 

include: 

-the joint development of courses and course modules on the basis of the action plan 

provided for in Appendix 1 

- the joint delivery of such courses and course modules in both countries through· 

exchange visits of faculty or through skype/videoconferencing/sharing pre-recorded 

certified video content 

- the preparation and publication of educational material such as monographs and 

books with joint authorship on topics of relevance to both sides, upon prior mutual 

written agreement

1.2 The fields of the activities covered by article 1.1 of this lmplemen_ting Agreement are:

1.3. Action Sheets as per the format provided in Annex 2 will be discussed and signed by the 
authorized representatives of the Parties further to this Implementing Agreement. The Action 
Sheets shall include detailed description of the scope of work of each Party, specific conditions 
regarding the assignment of personnel, specific intellectual property provisions, specific 
financial conditions, schedules and any other information relevant for the implementation of 
the activities. 

Article 2 - Monitoring of the Implementing Agreement 

2.1 . Each Party shall nominate a coordinator who shall act as single point of contact through 
whom all communications with regard to this Implementing Agreement shall be made. 

2.2. Each Party shall be entitled to change its Coordinators at any time ~y communicating its 
decision in writing, via regular mail or electronic mail to other Parties.

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2.4. The Coordinators shall be responsible for the overall coordination actions of the Parties 

under the scope of this Implementing Agreement, and shall report their activities to the 

members of the Franco Indian Joint Committee set up by the Cooperation Agreement. 

Article 3 - Intellectual property rights 

Pursuant to article 7 of 'the CEA-DAE Cooperation Agreement", the intellectual property rights 
of the Parties in relation to this Implementing Agreement shall be governed by the provisions 
of the intellectual property rights agreement between the French Republic and the Government 
of India of December 6th 2010, save as otherwise provided hereinafter. 

3.1. No exchange of information under this Implementing Agreement is intended to nor shall 
create in any Party any intellectual property rights whatsoever in the information exchanged 
~or the fair implementation of the actions decided by the Parties. Such rights shall remain 
vested solely in the Party providing information. 

3.2. Envisaged publications of data or information, on whatever medium, concerning this 
Implementing Agreement shall be shared between the Parties well in advance in order to allow 
a Party to have the opportunity to check the data or information prior to such publication and 
delete some parts of data or information with the view to protecting confidential information 
and provide written consent. 

3.3. Any information and technology which is held by one Party prior to the· conclusion of this 
Implementing Agreement or acquired by one Party completely independently of any disclosure 
by the other Party, or acquired solely by one Party, shall remain the sole property of that Party. 

3.4. No Party shall assign or otherwise transfer to any third party in whole or in part any of its 
right or obligation under this Implementing Agreement, without the prior consent of the other 
party. 

3.5. Notwithstanding the stipu.lations contained in Article 3, the intellectual property rights may 
· be the subject of specific provisions included in the actions sheets. 

Article 4 - Financial obligations 

4.1. All the activities under this Implementing Agreement shall be subject to the availability of 
appropriate funds and personnel, and subject to the national laws and regulations of the 
Parties. 

4.2. The Parties shall be responsible for their own legal and advisory fees and related expenses 
incurred in connection with this Implementing Agreement. 

4.3. The airfare for the visits of faculty from one side to the other side will be borne by the 
visitor's side; the accommodation and local hospitality, as well as. any honorarium for the 
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lectures delivered by the visiting Party will be met by the host side (for less than two weeks) at 
the rates prevalent in the host organization as described on Appendix 3. 

The Parties could define specific financial provisions in relation to implementing activities 
envisaged in the Action Sheets agreed by the Parties. 

Article 5 - Liability 

5.1. Either Party, including its personnel, legal representatives and third persons or parties 
which either Party uses within the objectives of this Implementing Agreement, shall only be 
liable for direct damages in case of willful misconduct or gross negligence. 

5.2. Either Party shall, not be liable for loss of profit, loss of production or any other indirect or 
consequential damages or indirect financial losses, regardless of the legal theory they are 
based upon. 

Article 6 - Duration, amendment and termination 

6.1. This Implementing Agreement shall enter into force upon the date of its signature by the 
designated authorized representatives of the Parties and shall remain in force for three(3) years 
(the "Term"), unless (a) terminated by the Parties, or {b) further extended by the Parties in 
accordance with this Article 6. 

6.2. Three {3) months before the date of the expiry of the Term of this Implementing 
Agreement, the Parties shall consult each other to decide whether the Term of the 
Implementing Agreement shall be extended, in accordance with the provisions of this Article. 
The Term may be extended by the Parties in writing through an amendment to the 
Implementing Agreement. 

6.3. Either Party shall have the right to terminate this Implementing AgFeement through a six 
{6)-month prior written termination notice to the other Parties. Such a teqnination shall be 
without prejudice to the rights which may have occurred under this Implementing Agreement 
to either Party up to the date of such a termination. 

Article 7 - Settlement of disputes 

All disputes arising from or related to the interpretation of implementation of the 
Implementing Agreement shall be settled through friendly consultations and negotiations 
between the Parties, and in line with the provisions of the CEA-DAE cooperation agreement. 

Article 8- Miscellaneous 

8.1. If any change in laws, decrees, regulations or administrative orders intervenes with this 
Implementing Agreement and affects: 

(a) the reasonable performance of the objectives of this lmpl.ementing Agfeement, 
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the Parties shall negotiate in good faith amendments to be appli~d to this Implementing 
Agreement as a result of such change. 

8.2. Amendment 

This Implementing Agreement may be amended in writing only, with the amendment signed 
on behalf of the Parties in the same manner as this Implementing Agreement. 

8.3. Force Majeure 

Neither Party shall be liable for damages caused by any delay or default in performing 
hereunder if such delay or default is caused by conditions beyond its control. 

Article 9 - Language 

This lmplementingAgreement is drawn up and executed in English. Any negotiations related 
to it will be conducted in English, unless otherwise agreed by Parties.

Description. Location and Schedule of activities: 

1-6 months: 

1. Visit of one faculty from each side to the other country, to deliver lecture module (10-20 lectures based 

on mutual agreement) on a subject that is related to a MASTER/Doctorate program pursued by the 

student(s) from other side and to be identified through discussions. 

2. These visits would also be used to engage in detailed discussions on the objectives mentioned above 

and evolve a clear action plan for academic activity. 

7-24 months: 

1. Visit of one faculty from each side to the other country, in each semester, to deliver lecture module (10 
20 lectures) on a subject that is related to a MASTER/Doctorate program pursued by the student(s) from 
other side and to be identified through mutual discussions. The number of visits/no. of faculty to visit ma~ 
be enhanced based on mutual discussions taking into account progress made in first six months. The 
lecture program can also be held on videoconferencing mode, as and when mutually agreed upon. 

2. Details of action plan on objectives 1-3 described under clause 1.3 will be finalized, taking into accoun 
the academic calendar of both sides; 

3. A course module on nuclear reactor safety will be developed, course content (videos) will be exchanged; 

4. Preparation of Book(s) with joint authorship will be undertaken based on mutual discussions 

24-36 months: 

1. The activities during this period will be an extension of the activities undertaken during 7-24 months ir 
pursuit of the objectives described in clause 1.3. In addition to continuation of lecture programs or 
selected topics, course modules would be developed in one or more of the subject areas mentioned ir 
1.2, and preparation of books will also be continued.
